UUCE Service Auction in Emerald City!
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  The following was written by the Rev. Gordon B. 
McKeeman. who has served Unitarian Universalism 
faithfully in a variety of roles for decades.  

We are a religious community of doers. “Faith", we 

continue to remind ourselves, "if it has not works, is 

dead.'' We are impressed with the ability of the race 

to do, to create, to recreate, to mend, repair and fix.  

Indeed, we should be impressed. It is a remarkable 

trait, and much good has come from it. It bespeaks 

active involvement in the ongoing life of the community, however narrow or 

broad we perceive that community to be.

     This active engagement, this "fix-it" orientation, does encounter, now 

and then, circumstances and situations in which it appears that "nothing 

can be done". Doers are not at all content with such a conclusion. There 

must be, we say, something we can do. Surely we can develop a solution, a 

cure, a preventive vaccine, a therapeutic technique, an effective palliative. 

We are reluctant simply to yield to the unacceptable verdict that nothing 

can be done. The question is a recurring one---what does one do when 

nothing can be done?

     "Nothing can be done'' at first acts as a spur to the imagination.  Has 

everything possible been done? Have we neglected some avenue that might 

lead to a solution? Is there a new way to address the problem? The restless 

energy of our frustration roams up and down, hither and thither, in and out, 

twisting and turning to loosen the bonds of "nothing can be done''. But 

nothing avails. What now?

     "Nothing can be done" speaks to what we are reluctant to acknowledge, 

that our potence is not omnipotence, that our science is not omniscience, 

that our presence is not omnipresence. It's the unbidden reminder of our 

creatureliness, the sense of our limits, our inabilities. We do ''have this 

treasure in earthen vessels". It is that very acknowledgement that is so 

important, a dimension of what we can do when nothing can be done.

       "Nothing can be done" reminds us of our "limited repertoire". What we 

can do is to affirm human dignity in the face of indignities that we cannot 

change. Faith, even when there is no possible work, can still live.

What's a Locavore?
      “Locavore” was chosen as the Oxford Dictionary's Word of the 

Year for 2007.  The four San Francisco activists who coined the 

word say it describes the eating habits of one whose diet comes 

from food raised or harvested within a 100-mile radius of his/her 

home.  The urge to be a locavore comes from knowing the financial 

and environmental cost of shipping foods long distances, the 

demand for better tasting produce, an interest in supporting the 

local economy, and a desire to develop relationships with the 

farmers who grow your food.  

      Community Supported Agriculture is a movement that satisfies 

all these concerns.   A core issue of the CSA movement is to remind 

you that your food originates in some place other than a grocery 

store.  CSA's are a wonderfully market-driven idea: you join with 

others in your community to invest in a local farm. At the beginning 

of the season, members pay the farmer a lump sum. The farmer 

decides what to grow, and the consumers get a share of the harvest.  

Each week, or perhaps once a month in the winter, the farm delivers 

fresh vegetables (and, for more money, items like fruit, eggs and 

flowers) to a central location. Though organic methods are prevalent 

among CSA's, not all locally grown foods are certified organic.  If 

you want to get related to the folks who raise your food, there's still 

time to buy a share of the 2008 growing season.  Here are three 

CSA's in our area.

UUCE Congregational Survey Results
      A big thanks from the Board of Trustees to those 60 of you 

who completed and returned a Congregational Survey that we 

conducted this fall. The purpose of the Survey was to gather the 

congregation's assessment of how well we are ministering to our 

members and friends. 

      The survey consisted of 36 items in 12 categories that were 

rated on a scale from 1 to 5, with 5 being the best.  The 

categories with the highest average ratings were Feeling Tone 

(4.4), Worship (4.3), and Lifespan Religious Education (4.3).  

The lowest rated categories were Community Involvement (3.1) 

and Growth (3.8).  This informs us that many of you are pleased 

with our worship style and our religious education programs 

and have a positive feeling about our church. Many of you also 

feel that our church should be more involved in our larger 

community and are concerned about growth. The highest 

scoring item was: Our minister is doing a good job as the 

spiritual leader of our congregation (4.7).  The lowest scoring 

item was: Our congregation is visible and well known in the 

community (2.3).  In addition, improvement was shown in 9 of 

the 12 categories compared to last year, with three categories 

remaining the same.

      The results of this survey will help our Board and Executive 

team in planning and also in evaluating how well we have done 

in accomplishing our Ends Policies. Complete Survey results are 

available in the church office, on the Kiosk, and were also sent 

as an email to the church announcement list.

NEW SPIRIT IN PRACTICE PROGRAM AT UUCE!
The UUCE community was selected to be among the first to 

experience a new Adult Spirituality program from UUA.  In 

December the UUA announced that UUCE has been selected to field 

test a new Adult Spirituality program, Spirit in Practice.  

       In her announcement, Sarah Millspaugh, Adult Programs 

Coordinator for the Unitarian Universalist Association says: “I am 

pleased to inform you that UUCE has been selected as a field test 

site for Spirit in Practice, one of the UUA's new adult curricula from 

the Tapestry of Faith lifespan series. We received many applications 

for the field test, which reflects a real interest among Unitarian 

Universalists in spiritual growth.”

      “Congregations that will field test the program represent, as a 

whole, a cross-section of our movement. Field testing congregation 

sizes range from 16 members to 860 members.

Some 

are intentionally diverse, some are working to become more 

diverse.”

      UUCE's Adult Spirituality Ministry team, Dan and Kathy Hislip, 

Andrea Schmidlin, Anne Ward, Bob Sandidge, Anne Bedard, and 

Kathy Underwood, submitted an application to be considered for 

this field test earlier in the year. The team will be co-presenting the 

new sessions beginning on March 9th when the 11 session series 

begins. NOTE that the team has rearranged the Adult Spirituality 

Programs Schedule in order to accommodate this special field test 

series. 

     Sunday morning Adult Spirituality programs are open to UUCE 

members and guests.
