From the Minicter

I joined my first Unitarian Universalist
church when I was in my early 30's. It was the
first religious community I chose to join, the first
one I had participated in since I was a child.
After I signed the membership book I was asked
to make a financial pledge and I decided that $10
a month wouldn't be too painful. Although it is
an understatement to say I didn't make a lot of
money at that time, even so I could have
contributed significantly more without incurring
financial discomfort. My decision was based on
what would be financially easy for me.

The church was a small fellowship without a minister or a
building. The congregation seemed to be making ends meet
financially so I figured whatever I contributed was gravy. I failed to
understand that in such a community it is important to look beyond
subsistence to a vision of what could be. The pledge I made that first
year helped the church merely survive but did little to support the
efforts to become a more relevant and meaningful community, a more
significant liberal religious presence in the area.

It takes a number of things to grow a thriving community. It
takes a clear sense of mission and vision; effective leadership; the
investment of people's hearts, minds and energy--and it takes cold
hard cash. And this cold hard cash comes from us, the church
community. It is raised, for the most part, through our annual
canvass that we hold every March. What we raise during the canvass
has a significant impact on how well we care for what we have, and
very importantly, what we become.

This year's canvass will be a little different in scope. Because
the congregation voted to transition into a new fiscal year (one that
begins July 1 instead of April 1) this year's canvass will raise the funds
to last us 15 months rather than 12. We are essentially asking our
members and friends to figure out how much they would pledge for a
12 month year and then increase that by 25% to cover the additional
3 months of this unusually long transition year. Everyone's pledge
should look significantly bigger this year. Some of that will be due to
members and friends increasing what they give monthly, but most of
it will be due to the fact we are pledging for 15 months instead of 12.

This year's canvass begins on March 2. 1T urge you to take
some time to appreciate what you have in this community, envision
what you want it to be, and then pledge to make that come true.

Sick Child Policy - Approved by E.T. January 30, 2008

In our effort to protect the health of the entire UUCE community,
we ask that parents abide by the following guidelines.
